Transportation via private motor coach, admission to the Roman Baths with audio wand, and double decker bus tour, are included in this 
day excursion.
When Bath comes into view it takes our breath away—a spectacularly beautiful World Heritage city built on hills by the River Avon.  The 
ancient Celts, who first inhabited this area, believed that Bath’s hot springs were sacred, but it was the Romans who built the temple and 
the famous baths.  We will tour the Roman Baths with audio guides so that you can go at your own pace.  The author Jane Austen’s 
intimate knowledge of the city is reflected in tow of her novels, Northanger Abbey and Persuasion.  You can also enjoy a double-decker 
bus tour of this elegant city.

Stonehenge - Inside the Circle
Transportation via private motor coach, admission to Stonehenge with audio wand, private guide inside the circle and a bag supper are 
included on this afternoon and evening excursion.
Built in several stages on the Salisbury Plain from about 3000 BC., it is Europe’s most famous prehistoric site.  The alignment of the stones 
leaves little doubt that the circle is connected with the sun and the passing of the seasons, and that its builders possessed a sophisticated 
understanding of both arithmetic and astronomy.
When the park is closed you will be allowed to go inside the circle with our private guide.  She will tell you about the stones and the energy 
fields and you’ll be able to search for them yourself with the dousing wands.

Warwick Castle & Stratford-upon-Avon
Transportation via private motor coach, admission to Warwick Castle and Shakespeare’s grave are included in this all day excursion.
The historic city of Warwick proudly boasts the finest Medieval castle in England, a fascinating site, first fortified by massive William the 
Conqueror in 1068.  The castle is complete with massive towers, battlements, a dungeon and state apartments to explore.  Watch jousting 
matches, join in the dancing, and listen to the buskers as medieval life comes alive before your eyes.  Stratford-Upon-Avon is one 
England’s most famous towns where you can see the birthplace and gravesite of William Shakespeare.  You will have time to explore on 
your own and watch the street entertainers and maybe be part of the show!

Windsor Castle
Transportation via private motor coach and admission to the Castle are included in this afternoon excursion.
For over 900 years Windsor castle had been inhabited continuously and improved by successive kings and queens, right up to Queen 
Elizabeth II.  The magnificent rooms, many used for banquets and festivities today, are furnished with some of the most important works 
of art in the Royal Collection.  Inside the castle walls is medieval St. George’s Chapel, the resting place of 10 sovereigns and the Queen 
Mother and her daughter Margaret..  You’ll have time to explore the charming town of Windsor. 

West End Theatrical Performance - London 
No visit to England would be complete without attending a West End play in London. West End Theatre is a popular term for mainstream 
professional theatre staged in the large theatres of London's "Theatreland".  Along with New York's Broadway theatre, West End theatre is 
usually considered to represent the highest level of commercial theatre in the English-speaking world.
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
